Eleven enterprises receive competitive environmental award

PALO ALTO, Calif. May 29, 2007 -- Acterra today announced the win-
ners of the prestigious 2007 Business Environmental Awards, identify-
ing eleven companies and organizations who have demonstrated ex-
traordinary environmental leadership from among this year’s highly

competitive field of Bay Area enterprises.

The winners, comprised of well-known firms and start-ups,
hail from a variety of industry sectors, including high tech, biotech,
clean tech, foodservice/hospitality, construction, and legal, reflect-
ing the Bay Area’s rich and widespread commitment to the envi-
ronment.

In a sign of the growing corporate “greening” trend that has
taken root nationally and is being led by large and small businesses
throughout the San Francisco Bay Area, the number of regional appli-
cants competing for Acterra’s coveted Business Environmental Awards
more than doubled this year.

Over 50 competitors showcased their environmental innovations
in six categories including sustainability; sustainable built environ-
ment; environmental & sustainability education; environmental enter-
prise; commute and transportation, and pollution prevention/resource
conservation. The companies took part in a rigorous three-month
judging process which involved more than 25 regional environmental
and sustainability experts who verified program impacts through site
visits and interviews.
